	2. iNetwork: Volunteer at OAT Day, LDI, Section/State Conferences
· Attach a list of volunteers for each iNetwork Conference
	30 points/volunteer 


	3. iNetwork: Host an inter-chapter event with an FBLA chapter(s)
· Include a 100-word summary of each event and a photo.  
· Include names of members involved in planning the event from each chapter and which chapters were involved
	40 points/event

	4. iNetwork: Set-up a campus tour for FBLA chapters 
· Include a 100-word summary of mentorship program and at least one photo. 
	50 points/event

	5. iNetwork: Start a new program with an FBLA chapter or section
· The program needs to be organized and be able to function over time efficiently. 
· Include a 125-word summary of planning and implementation of program and at least one photo.  
	80 points/program

	6. iNetwork: Assist an FBLA chapter in forming a partnership
· Include a 125-word summary of the partnership established, including the name of both the partner and the FBLA chapter.  
· Provide some type of documentation – contract, receipt, letter, etc.
	60 points/program

	7. iNetwork: Host an FBLA section or state event on campus

· Write a 125-word summary of the event and at least one photo.

· Provide an outline of the responsibilities your chapter had regarding the event.
	75 points/event
